Sunday last, December 16th,
was a memorable day for the
Catholics of the parish of Mur-
ﬁun, for, on that day, His Grace

e Archbishop administered the
Sacrament of Confirmation for the
first time- in their parish church
and blessed and opened the new
presbytery.

The Parish of l;clurgun.

Murgon is one of the infant
arishes of the archdiocese, Tt
as not yet celebrated its second
birthday, The parish came into
being at the beginning of last
year when the former parish of
Nanango was divided, and new
parishes were constituted with
centres at Kingaroy and Murgon.
The parish of Murgen embraces
all the country lying on both sides
of the South Burnett railway be-
ween Woolooga and Wondai—a
d:sl_an::f: of some ffty miles. In-
cluded in the parish are the towns
of Murgon, Wondai, Goomert,
Kilkivan and Woolooga, in each
of which a Catholic church has
been erected. The church at
Murgon—a picture of which is
given on this Fage—was bult to
the order of the Rev. Father M.
Masterson, formerly parish priest
of Nanango, and was blessed and
opened on the 4th August, 1918,
by the Rev. Father M. O'Flynn,
hen Administrator of St. Paz-
rick’s parish, the Valley, acting
on behalf of His Grace Archbis-
hop Duhig, who, because of ill-
ness, was prevented from per-
forming the ceremony.

Murgon’s First Parish Priest

Father Costello, the first and
the present parish priest of Muz-
gon, was inatalled by His Grace
the Archbishop during May of
last year. On that occasion His
GGrace remarked that, although
Father Costello was perhaps l%ta-
Fﬂungest cfarish priest in Austra-
ia, he had great confidence in his
organising ability, and, as after
events have proved, this confi
dence was justified. The first
task which presented itself to
the new parish priest was not an

easy one—especially when we
take into consideration the re-
sources at his disposal. He was

obliged to set about raising funds
with which to build a presbytery
or to purchase-a house suitahle
for conversion into such- Mean-
while, he lived in the sacristy at-
tached to the church. After some
negotiation, Father Costello suc-
ceeded in buying a hoise situa-
ted on property adjoining the
church ground. " This house was
well suited to accommeodate one
priest.  But, rvealising that he
could not attend satisfactorily 1o
his scatteredgearishioners single-
handed, Father Costello asked to
be given an assistant priest, and,
on the arrival of the latter in
March of the present year, it he-
came necessary to enlarge the
presbytery.  This has been done,
apd, on Sunday last, the finished
building was blessed and opened
with only £13500wing upon it, an
accomplishment which of itself
i5 no small testimony to the gen-
erosity of the Catholics ef the
parish.

Visit of the Archhishop.

During his visit to the parish of
Murgon last week, His Grace the
Archbishop spent a ve:?-' busy
time. On Thursday- afterncon
last, accompanied by Father Cos-
telle, he motored to Wondat,
where, after examining the can-
didates for Confirmation—33 n
number—and giving them an in-
struction regarding the Sacra-
ment they were about to receive,
he administered the Sacrament
to them at 7.30 p.m. After cele-

brating Mass at Wondai on Fri-
day morning, His Grace was driv-
